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The UBI team decided on four social skills to be the main focus for the 2007-2008 school year.  These included:  
1. Following Instructions
2. Improve Ourselves

3. Acting Safe

4. Being Helpful

We then modeled the skills, taught them across school environment and then introduced them in community settings.  

Once the social skills were established, students were rewarded for displaying the desired behaviors.  This was accomplished by introducing a Student of the Week program.  Each teacher chose a student they felt displayed the target social skill of the month.  We then took a photo of the selected student and placed it the main school entrance.  Additionally, the school sent a postcard to each child’s home.

Each student received a Student of the Week certificate signed by the principal and teacher.  The principal also recognized each of these students by taking them on a recreational activity.  

 In order to motivate all students and staff to continue to work on school-wide social skills, the UBI team generated a FISH coloring book and provided a copy for each student.  A coloring contest was held and awards and participation ribbons were given during a school-wide assembly.  The top winner of the coloring contest had their artwork printed on t-shirts for the entire student body to wear at the Castle Valley Spring Games.  
Also included as part of the assembly, all classrooms were assigned a component of FISH and performed a skit designed around that particular social skill.  The students took pride in demonstrating the skills they have learned and enjoyed this rewarding experience.
