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COOL KIDS at Creekview Elementary

To implement Cool Kids at Creekview we were trained by Susan Mulkey over the summer.  During this training, we determined which skills we wanted to focus on this year as a faculty and set up a schedule for teaching these skills.  We also learned how to teach, reinforce and correct these social skills.

After the training, we printed posters, lesson plans, schedules and certificates for teachers.  We introduced the program to parents though a letter at the beginning of the year.  On our monthly calendar we place the skill and steps we are working on at the school for parents to reinforce at home.  For students, we had back pack cards printed that we will give out next year.  The printing and assembly took longer than expected.
Implementing a social skills program was a major undertaking for our school and we underestimated the time that it would take to have all of the materials ready for the beginning of the school year.  We anticipate being more successful with this program next year by working on the same skills that we worked on this year now that we have more of a foundation in place.
