Intervention:

*The UBI Team connected with the Character Education Committee from the PTA. 


*We matched the Character Traits that PTA teaches with Social Skills and taught 


them school wide.

*We collaborated with follow-up activities and contests to help student 



GENERALIZE both the Social Skills and the Character Traits.
Implementation Description:
· UBI Team and PTA’s Character Education Committee matched social skills to appropriate Character Traits.

· Fun cartoon characters were designed as mascots for each social skill/character trait.  This help increase student interest.

· School Counselor (who is on the UBI Team) Introduced the monthly character trait and social skill in classroom presentation.  A poster was left in each room

· PTA followed up usually during specialty time with a booster lesson and fun activity and contest

· Reminder cards were given each student

· A two sided page explaining the social skill was sent home in the PTA newsletter.  It gave parent tips and additional information to help involve parents

General Discussion:
· This is actually the third year we have collaborated with the PTA, and it has been very beneficial and fun.

· We have discovered this collaboration is a time consuming process, but well worth the effort.  It is a process that will never come to an end.

· Students first remember the cartoon character, then they remember the social skill/character trait, then they remember the steps to the social skill.
