Consequences
A student that is tardy:

1. Misses important instructional/educational time with the teacher and the class.

2. May earn lower grades, or fail, due to missing the instructional educational time with the teacher in the class.

3. May be more at risk for causing vandalism or other problems.

4. Makes it difficult for students that are in class to learn.  When a student is tardy, the student often comes in and distracts the learning of everyone.  All students suffer because of tardiness.
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When Students are on Time, There is more learning time for everyone.
When Students are on time, vandalism becomes less of a problem.

A – Always Engaged in Learning

R – Respectful and Responsible

S – Safe
